In the event of substantial entries,
classes may be restricted to the first 40 entries.
CLASSES are run in accordance with British Showjumping rules. Prizes will be awarded in accordance with
British Showjumping Rule 76.6.
THE decision of the judges will be final. Any objection should be made to the secretary, together with a
deposit of £100.00 to be forfeited if the objection is not upheld by the committee.
CLASSES 1 to 7 are confined to registered horses and ponies which are ridden by members of British
Showjumping in accordance with Rule 79.
All entries booked and not taken must be paid for. No refunds will be given unless the class is cancelled.
Hats (either PAS015 or EN1384) MUST BE WORN AND FASTENED WHEN MOUNTED. Correct dress
must be worn.
ALL dogs must be on a lead.
CHILDREN must be supervised at all times. Please keep children away from the close proximity of horses.
PLEASE refrain from mucking out your horseboxes onto the parking area. Anyone found doing this may be
required to pay a £20 fine.
NO member shall allow a stallion for which he/she is responsible as owner, lessee, authorized agent or rider, to
compete or be prepared to compete in any showjumping competition without taking adequate precautions to
ensure other members of the public are not put in risk of injury.
ANY prize money not collected on the day will be forfeited, unless contact is made with the organiser within
24 hours of show date. A stamped addressed envelope will then be required within 1 week of the show for any
prize money to be forwarded.
